The land value includes the purchase amount as registered at the Real Estate Directorate, as well as the registration fees and expenses related to the purchase transaction and the Deed of Ownership. It may also include ​demolition expenses for the existing structures.

	Land Improvement (USD)
	


The land improvement includes all expenditures incurred to build secondary roads within the project area, or to construct car parks, or execute other infrastructure works for the purpose of the project.

	Building (Construction cost in USD)
	


The construction cost entails all costs of construction, including those of shops, offices, plants, and warehouses.

If a standing structure is purchased as part of the land deal, incidental costs such as registration fees at the Real Estate Directorate, the expenses related to the purchase operation, and the Real Estate Deed are also included. Expenditures for rehabilitation and refurbishment of building to prepare for its intended use are also added to the cost of construction.


If the building is already constructed, the cost includes the purchase amount, as registered at the Real Estate Directorate, as well as the payment made by the owner for architectural fees, building permits, and excavation costs. In addition, interest costs incurred to finance the project are included in the cost of asset for a maximum period of four years in order to prepare the  asset for usage. In this event, interest costs are considered as necessary as material and labor. The inclusion of interest costs in the construction cost of an already existing building is limited to the construction period. When construction works are completed, subsequent interest payments on the funds borrowed to finance the construction are debited from interest expense.
	Cost of Machinery and Equipment (USD)
	


The cost of machinery and equipment includes the actual purchase price, taxes (excluding VAT), freight charges, and insurance. It also includes expenditures required for assembling, installing, and testing.

All types of vehicles are eligible for inclusion under of the machinery and equipment costs. Expenditures on insurance coverage for vehicles are excluded.
